In India, agriculture still engages about half of
its workforce, and about 85 per cent of its farms
are small and marginal. Compared to China
and Vietnam, which have experienced fast
structural and rural transformation, India’s

story is of slow transformation. As a result,
poverty reduction in India was at a much slower
pace during 1988-2014, compared to China
and Vietnam.

The pulse variety ‘Pusa Arhar 16’ has the
potential to be grown in the paddy-growing
regions of Punjab, Haryana and Uttar Pradesh
and eventually in all of India.
