unquestioned devotion to Guru. To make his point, he
uses a kind of extended metaphor which is metaphysical
in the way some of the conceits of the English
metaphysical poets of the 16th and 17th centuries are.
For instance, he describes the earth as model of tolerance
and humility, the cotton seed as that of selt-sacrifice.
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
